Key Responsibilities

Life skills Education 
· Teaching the boys the basics of life skills such as self-sustainability, farming, brush cutting and other life skill trades.

· Mentorship: Providing consistent, positive guidance and modelling healthy 
behaviour.
· Education Support: Assisting with the development of future life skills and employment opportunities.

· Daily Structure: Helping manage routines, transitions, and positive behaviour.

· Life‑Skill Development: Using life skills training and teamwork to promote discipline, patience, responsibility, and respect.

· This role creates a stable, engaging learning environment and builds confidence through creative expression and routine.

Program Activities
The Life Skills Tutor will contribute to:

· Individual and small‑group life-skills development
· Supervised study and academic tutoring

· Mentoring conversations and daily check‑ins

· Structured life skills programs

· Supporting goal-setting and progress tracking

· Facilitating positive hobbies and constructive group activities

· Assisting staff in community appointments and duties

Care and Support Environment

· Model positive behaviour and professionalism when interacting with young people

· Support a respectful, structured, and caring environment

· Work collaboratively with programme staff to support residents’ routines

· Be alert to any welfare concerns and report to the Manager appropriately

Health, Safety, and Compliance

· Follow KYRS and Salvation Army policies and procedures

· Maintain a safe working environment, including safe food handling practices

· Support child/youth safeguarding principles

· Participate in staff meetings, training, and supervision as required

· Life skills engagement and development

· School engagement and literacy levels

· Teamwork, patience, and self-control

· Personal responsibility and goal-setting

· Reduced high‑risk behaviour and improved decision-making
